In the atrium | proposed to produce a series of double-sided Light
Drawings that would be circular and oval shaped. The light-boxes,
which would house the artwork and fittings, would be made to
the exact width of the framed glass panels, which make up the
atrium walls. They would be placed around the atrium reception
area and would take inspiration from studies | would make of aerial
viewpoints and a variety of landscapes situated in Northumberland.
Consideration would be given to historic sites (such as Hadrian's
Wall), the cityscape of Newcastle upon Tyne & Gateshead and the

coast line.

The corridor pieces would be smaller scale Light Drawings, each
light box shape would resemble a capsule and the imagery
used would continue the theme of points of reference of the
Northumberland landscape. The aim was to use these smaller scale
works to help staff, patients and the general public to pinpoint their

location within certain areas of the hospital.

Gateshead Health Trust commissioned the artwork with assistance
from Arts Council England, North East (Matthew Jarret- Public Arts
Officer). Although I was not successful in gaining the commissions |
expanded my knowledge, especially in relation to gaining technical
expertise and experience of presenting ideas for a high profile
public art commission to over twenty people from a range of
